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Vice-Premier Chen Yi Answers Questions

By Japanese Journalist

Vice-Premicr Chen Yi was recently interviewed by
Hirosi Hasimoto, Director of the News Division of the
Tokyo Broadeasting System. Following is o frans-
lation of the questions and answers published in the
Chinese press on June 20, 1964. — Ed.

1. Questions concerning the restoration of Sino-Japa-
nese diplomatic relatiens.

1. Rclations between our two countries are buing
gradually improved in the form of “accumulation.” But
what is your view of the Japancse Covernment’s idea
of separating politics from economies?

ANSWER: At present. relations between China
and Japan arve, as Mr. Hasimoto has said, being
gradually improved by “accumulsziion.” However the
present state ol Sino-Japanese rclations still falls far
short of the two peoples’ strong desive for restoring
diplomatic velations.

Normalizing relations belween the two countries
includes normalization of both political and economic
relaticns.  Thorefove. in gradually improving relations
in the ferm of “accumulation.™ it is. as a malier of
course, necessary to improve simullaneously boih polit-
ical and cconomic relations. Moreover. the development
ol political and economic relaiions influence and pro-
mote each other. The Chincse Government has always
held that in relaticns between China and Japan. polities
and cconomics are inseparable. In plain words, what the
so-called “separation of politics and economics™ implies
is, pelitically, lo continue to adhere to the aliitude of
non-reccgnition ol China and. cconomically, Lo devaelop
Sine-Japanese {rade on a limited scale. Obviously, this
is not in full accord with the demand for promoting
the normalization  of relations
countries.

beiween our  two

The key to the normalization of Sino-Japanese re-
lations is for the Governmonts of the two countries. in
the interests of their own peoples, to pursue an inde-
pendent foreign policy and gradually do away with
outside obstacles. Recently. some influential Japanese
papers and periedicals have cexplicitly pointed out that
the guiding principles for the normalization of Sino-
Japanese relations should be the TFive Principles of
Peaceful Coexistence. T believe this view is reasonable
and realistic.

2. The question of reparations will naturally come
up in restoring diplomatic relations between Japan and
China. Whal is your opinion about Japanese repara-
tions?
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ANSWER: The Chinese prople suffered great
losses during the Japanese militarists’ war of aggres-
sion against China. The Chinese people have the right
to ask for reparations. Although the war has been
over for nearly 20 years. China and Japan have not
even concluded a peace trealy. there 1s no basis for the
discussion of this question. In dealing with Sino-
Jupancse relations, the Chinese Government and people
have always looked forward. instead of looking back-
ward.  What the Chinese and Japanese Governments
must do al present is first of all Lo make joint efforts
to solve Lhe question of how to help bring about the
normalization of velations, IF the Japanese Government
respects the wishes of the Jupanese people, it must
show its sincerily and be propaved to solve step by step
the major question of normalizing diplamatic relations
between China and Japan; once diplomatic yvelstions are
restored, it will be casy to settle other speecific questions
through friendly consultation.

3. The Chinese leaders have made it clear that
“the question of Taiwan is one ol internal affairs.” this
question has great bearing on the restoration of diplo-
maiice relations between Japan and China. What does
China think about the solution of the Taiwan question?

ANSWER: Taiwan is Chinese territory and a Chi-
nese provinee. The liberation of Taiwan is a queslion
of China’s internal affairs. Therefore. it must not be
entangled with (he question ol resterving diplomatic re-
lations betwecen China and Japan.

Of course, the Taiwan question also has its interna-
tional aspect. but this is because the United States has
occupied China’s Taiwan Province and the Straits of
Taiwan by force. The Chinese Government has on
many cceasions expressed its readiness to settle Sino-
U.S. disputes through peaceful negotiations, including
the. question of the withdrawal of U.S. armed forces
from Taiwan and the Straits of Taiwan and not to
resort to force. The Sino-American talks which have
continued for cight years deal mainly with this quoes-
tion. The principle we have put forward al the Sino-
American talks is very simple, consisting of only two
items: first, China and the United Staies to coexist
peacefully according to the Five Principles; second, the
U.S. Government to guaraniee lo withdraw its armed
forces from China’s Taiwan Province and the Sirails of
Taiwan. But both items have been unreasonably turned
down by the Uniled States. We absolutely cannot tol-
erale U.S. occupalion of our sacred territory Taiwan
Province. The day will come when the United States
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has to recognize these two principles and withdraw
[rom Taiwan. and Taiwan will eventuaily return io the
cmbrace of the motherland.

To legalize ils forcible occupation of Taiwan. the
United States continuously plots for the crcation of
“two Chinas.” The so-called “one China and one
Taiwan™ is a superficial change ol the “two Chinas™
scheme: in essence, there has been no change at all in
the forcible U.S. occupation ol China's Taiwan Province.
Some people with an ulterior motive has sceonded the
U.S. plot, crying that “the status of Taiwan is unde-
termined,” or proposing to place Taiwan under U.N.
control: all this is aimed at severing Taiwan Province
from China. Such a scheme absolutely cannot be
tolerated. Tt will not only meel the Chinese people’s
resolute opposition but the opposition of the overwhelm-
ing majority of the Japanese people and all those who
uphold justice,

I. Since some aspects of the struggle against modern
revisionism have not been understood in Japan, it is
hoped that concrete and casy-to-understand explana-
tions will be given.

ANSWER: There are serious differences between
us and the leadersinp of the Communist Party of the
Soviet Unien on a whole servies of questions ol princi-
ple concerning Marxism-Leninism: these ave differences
between two lines, Marxism-Leninism and revisionisn.
Our viewpoints and our approach to the differences
have been fully expounded in a series of arvticles by the
newspaper Renmin Ribac and the maguazine Hongqgi. As
long us there arve differences, theve ave polemics. Only
by [ull-scale polemics can a distinetion be drawn be-
tween right and wrong and unity benefited. The Chi-
nese Communist Party has consistently stood for
strengthening unity between the Chinese and Soviet
Parties. between China and the Soviet Union and in the
soctadist camp and the international communist move-
ment on the basis of Marxism-Leninism and the revolu-
tionary principles of the 1937 Declavation and the 1950
Statement. The Chinese Communist Party and the
Chinese people have always havboured  prolound
fraternal Iriendship and the greatest vespect for the
Party and people of the Seviet Union. who srow up in
the native land of Lenin and have a long revolutionary
tradition, and have long striven for unity with them.
We firmly believe that because of the demand of the
two Parties and peoples of China and the Soviet Union
and the demand of the world's people. the two Partics.
countries and peoples of China and the Soviet Union
will, in the long run. become closely united in the
struggle against imperialism and the reactionaries of
various countries and {o uphcld Marxism-Leninism and
proletarian internationalism. safeguard unity in the
socialist camp and the international communist move-
ment, support the revolutionary movements of the op-
pressed peoples and nations the world over and defend
world peace,

III. Concerning Sino-U.S. relations.

There is the view that recent talk of approaching
China is gaining ground cven in U.S. political circles

and that there will be a big change in U.S. policy to-
wards China following the U.S. presidential election
this autumn. Does China have the intention of posi-
tively improving her relations with the United States
by then?

ANSWER: Since the viclory of the Chinese revo-
lution, the United States has adopted a policy of hos-
tility and aggression against China. bringing about the
present situation in Sino-U.S. relations. ’

The Chinese Government has alwavs been willing
to improve and develop relations with sl countries in
the world. the United States not excepted. on the basis
of the Five Principles of mutual respect for territorial
integrity and sovereignty., mutual non-aggression, non-
inierference in each other's internal affairs, equality and
mutual benefit. and peaceful coexistence. Whether
Sino-U.S. rejations can be improved does not depend on
our couniry, but en the United States. Sine-U.S. rela-
tions will naturally improve only if the United States
ends ils invasien and occupation of China’s Prov-
ince of Taiwan and withdraws its armed forces from
Taiwan Province and the Taiwan Sirails. But up
to now we see no sign whalsoever that lhe Uniled
States will change ils policy ol hoestility and aggression
against China.  True, recently in the United Stales,
there has also been some falk of the need to adopt a
so-valled realistic atiitude towards the China question.
But in the final analysis this “realistic” attitude is still
vestricled to carrying on the plot of “two Chinas.”
There has been no basic change.

IV. I wouid Iike to ask you about the prospects of
China’s enlry into the United Nations.

ANSWER: China is not only a member state of the
United Nations but is one of its founding members.
However, China is excluded from the United Nations
today. and ils scat in the Uniwed Nations is usurped by
the Chiang Kai-shek dique which long ago was over-
thrown by the Chinese people. This extremely abnormal
state ol allairs is created entively by U.S. imperialism.
China’s legitimate rvights in the United Nations must
e restored and should have been rvestored long ago.
Now. more and more countries support the restoration
of China’s legitimalce vights in the United Nations: for
this we cxpress our thanks. We are convinced that
U.S. imperialism’s manipulation ol the United Nations
will sooner or later break down and the Chiang Kai-
shek gang will sooner or later be ousted [rom it. The
Iawful seat of the People’s Republic of China in the
United Nations will sooner or later be restoved.  This.
ol course. takes time. We are nol in a hurry. we can
wait.  Under no circumstances will we barler away
piinciples and sovercignty: any altempt to make the
restoration of China’s scat in the United Nations a bait
for owr acceptance ol the “Lwo Chinas” scheme is
doomed to [ailie.

V. ©On the improvement of friendly relations with the
Asian and African couniries — the present siate and
future developments.

ANSWER: The Chinese and Asian-Aflrvican pzoples
share a similar historical experience and destiny, and
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face common enemics and common fasks in struggle.
The historic mission of combating imperialism. old and
new colonialism have closely linked the Chinese people
with the Asian and Alrican peoples. Since its inaugura-
tion. the People’s Republic of China has always paid at-
tention to developing state relations, and economic. cul-
fural and [riendly contacts with the Asian and Alrican
countrics.  Up to the prosent we have established diplo-
matie relations with 30 Asian and African countries and
developed various lorms ol friendly confact with the
peoples of those Asian and Afrvican countries with which
we have not vel established diplomatie relations.

The [riendly relations between the Chinese people
and the Asian and Alrvican peoples incur the inveterate
hatred ol imperialism and the reactionavies of diffevent
countries who are ryving to undermine these relations
by every possible means. But they will never succeed
in this. Friendly relations between the Chinese people
and the Asian and African peoples are bound Lo progress
aleng with the steady upsurge ol the Asian and Alvi-
can peoples’ struggle against imperialism and old and
new colonialism.  The wurm welcome accorded to Pre-
mier Chou En-lai in his recent tour ol 13 Asian and
Alvican countries fully shows the bright prospects of
further development ol Iviendly relations between China
and the Asian and Alrvican countries. Mr. Hasimolo. [
accompanied Premier Chou on his tour and I can still
well remember the oceans of people turning oul 1o
welcome the Chinese and Premier Chou. This is a ravily
not only in the diplomatic history of China but in the
diplomatic history ol the world.

VI. Has China’s possession of nuclear weapons come (o
the stage of materialization?

ANSWER: We have always held that it is the
people, not any alleged new weapens. that decide the
destiny of mankind. We resolutlely advocate complete
prohibition and thorough destruction of all nuclear weap-
ons.  Bul in the situation in which several big powers
monopolize nuclear weapons and engage in nuclear
blackmail. in the interest of the securily of our country
and world peace we cannot be without our own nuclear
power for self-defence.  Nuclear fission is not an ex-
traordinarily dilficult scientific technigue. T think that
alter a series of efforts we will eventually possess our
own nuclear weapons, Some people may be concerned
that once China has nuclear weapons, she will pose
some sort of a threat. This worry is completely uncalled
for. China is a socialist country: she has not committed
aggression against anyone. nor will she commit aggres-
sion now or in the future. China’s lorcign policy is not
determined by whether or not she has nuclear weap-
ons.  The foreign policy of the People’s Republic of
China integrates the interests of the Chinese prople
with those of the peoples of the socialist countries.
of the working class and the oppressed peoples and
classes throughout the world and with those of the
peace-loving countries and peoples the world over. And.
proceeding from this. China supports all just struggles
against imperialism and old and new colonialism. and
in defence of world peace. This is the starting point of
China’s loreign policy.

“The representatives also took
this opportunity 1o express their views on the principles
and means ol developing  their national cconomies and
strengthening mutual aid and co-operation.”™

The communique also stated, “The meeling was held in
a [Iriendly and harmonious almosphere, embodying  the
consistent  spirit of Asian-African conlercnee ol seeking
common  greunds while setling aside  diiferences and of
reaching unanimity through consuliation. It was the
unanimous hope of the representatives of 1he participating
countries that this meeting would coniribute (o the diseus-
sion ol cconomic problems al the Second Alrican-Asian
Conlcrenee.”

The communique also contained a “preliminary review
of the results of the Uniled Nalions Conference on Trade
and Development by its African and Asian participanls.”
The mecting recommended to all Afrvican and Asian coun-
lries participating in the Sccond African-Asian Conference
to be held next year =10 pursue [urther lhe study  and
evaluation of  the results of the United Nations Conlerence
on Trade and Development in the light of the provisional
agenda of the Second Afrvican-Asian Conference, and if pPoOs-
sible to forward the vesult of their study to the sianding
commiltee of that conference before March 1963,

can countries who. as members of the working commit-
tee. have done a great deal of work in preparation for
this mecting.

Since the First Asian-Alvican Conference. which
was of great historie signilicance, there have been
carth-shaking upheavals in Asia and Alrica. More than
30 countries there have since attained independence.
The people of those Asian and African countries still
under colonial rule are carrying on valiant struggles
lor independence and [rezdom. The Alvo-Asian peo-
ple’s cause of solidarity against imperialism has seen
tremendous  development.  In international  alfairs,
Asian and Alrican countries are playing an increasingly
important role.  The Asian and Alvican pcoples who
sullered the tribulations of slavery, oppression and ex-
ploitation under colonialism [or centuries, have now
stood up.

The independent Asian and Afrvican countries are
anxious to (ransform the state ol poverty and back-
wardness resulting from long vears ol colonial domina-
tion. The peoples of Asian and African couniries have
made gigantic elforts in developing an independent na-
tional economy and in building up their own countries.
As master of their own house. many Afro-Asian coun-
tries ave striving to eradicate the influences of colo-
nialism. take over foreign-owned enterprises or planta-
tions and sct up and develop their own industry and
agricullure. - We warmly hail the successes won by
the Afro-Asian peoplis in their struggle to create a
new life.  We wholcheartedly wish them further and
grealer achievements in the yvears to come.

The winning of independence is but the starting
point of a new struggle. We all need to wage an unre-
mitting fight against imperialism and old and new colo-
nialism in order to oppose outside intervention and
consalidate political independence and in order to erad-
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icale colonial influences and win cconomic indepen-
dence.  The imperialists and old and new colonialists
loathe to see Alro-Asian countries become prosperous
and strong along the road of independent developmeni.
They try hard to hold their ground as exploiters and
to continue their grip on the cconomic lifelines ol
these countries. In international trade they loudly
advertise the “principle of non-discrimination™ while
in fact practising most wanton discrimination ngainst
us  Alro-Asian countries. Manipulating  international
markel and monopolizing world prices. they have in-
flicted heavy lesses on Alvo-Asian countrics amounl-
ing to billions of dollars annually in recent vears as a
esull of the worsening gap in their terms ol trade
alone. By cerecting tarill-walls and trade restrictions
they make it increasingly dillicult for Afro-Asian coun-
tries to export their products. From what they have
squeezed out of the Afro-Asian people. they have
handed out so-called “aid” to Afre-Asian countrics.
More often than not. however. their so-called “aid”
furns out to be an instrument to keep these countries
under their control.

This stale ol affairs is utterly unreasonable.  This
is the 100l cause of the various economic dilficulties
conflronting us newly independent Alvo-Asian  coun-
tries.  We have every reason to demand that the
Western countries change this complately unreasona-
ole state of affairs. They have exploited us so much
and for so long. Why can’t we ask them (o be a little
fair and reascnable? However, we Afro-Asian couniries
know [rom our own experience thal even though as a
result of our efforts the Western counltries may be com-
pelled to make cartain limited concession under specif-
ic circumstances. as 2 rule. they will never relinquish
their position of exploiters and monopolizers.

In the final analysis. in order lo develop our na-
tional cconomy and achieve econumic independence,
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we Afro-Asian countries should mainly rely on our own
cfforts and at the same time carry out mulual assist-
ance and co-operation among ourselves and with all
other friendly countries which treal us as genuine
cquals. Tt is true that we newly independent Afro-
Asian countries ave still poor and backward and our
caracity is limited. Dut precisely because we  ara
friends who are poor we [ind it casier to understand
cach other's needs. Muiual assistance and co-operation
anmong {ricnds who ave poor are mutual assistance and
co-operation on genuinely equal footing. Such mutual
assistance and co-oporation are precious and reliable.
There are many things that simply cannot be done
hotween Afro-Asian countries and Western countries
but can be done among Alro-Asian countries. such as
expanding (rade on the basis of equality and mutual
Benelit, providing each other aid withoul any condi-
tions or privileges. exchanging experiences on how to
eradicate  the cconomic influences  of  colonialism,
gradual development ol the national cconomy on the

basis of sell-reliance, and so on.

Of course. we are keenly aware that as a vesult of
the prolonged rule by imperialism and colomualism the
ceonomy of many newly independent Alre-Asian coun-
{rics is still 1o 2 great extent ticd 1o that of the indus-
trialized Wiosiern counlrivs. Moreover, the capacily of
us newly independent Alvo-Asian countries i expand-
ing trade ov in providing aid is Dhmifed at present
However, we all posscss very rieh and abundant
natural  resources. Qur  people  are  diligent  and
industrious,  brave and  intelligent.  For  centuries
the Western cofonialists have owed their very subsist-
ence to us, Cun’t we survive without them?  No mal-
ter what difficultics we have to ovorcome. we newly
independent  Afro-Asian countries must go ferward.
Feonomic co-operation between us will grow gradually.
A Chinese proverb says that “a journey of a thousand
miles sarts from the fivst step.” As a rule. a new thing
grows [ram small to big. We are convinced that with
the exertion ol oneveetic efforts by all Afro-Asian
couniries and with the arowth of mutual assistance and
co-operation among them the present state of affairs
will eventually undergo a change.

Acting in the spirit of Alro-Asian solidarity, the
Chinese Government has consistently worked for the de-
velopment of cconomic co-operation with other Alro-
Asian countrics. Both during their revolution and in the
course ol construction the Chinese pzople have received
the sympathy and support ol the peoples of other Afro-
Asian countrics, We always deem it our bounden inter-
nationalist obligation to suppert other Alrvo-Asian peo-
ples who are engaged in struggles. We always consid-
er assistance is mutual. We have done as much as our
capacity pormits to help other Alro-Asian countries
develop their national economies and to  strengthen
mutual assistanee and co-operation with them. But at
present China’s cconomie level is not high. What we
have besn able to do is limited. Having atlained in-
dependence earlier and with such a great manpower,
China locically ought to make more of a contribution to
the strugele of Afro-Asian peoples for winning and safe-
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guarding national independence. What we have so far
done Talls far short of what we should have done. But
we are sincere. In conducling economic co-operation
with other Alro-Asian countries and in extending aid. we
wlways adhere 1o the lollowing principles: (1) The Chi-
nese Government always bases itself on the principle
of equality and mutual benefit in providing aid to other
countries. It never regards such aid as a kind of unilat-
eral alms but as something mutual. (2) In providing
aid to other countries. the Chinese Government strictly
respects the sovereignly of the recipient countries and
never attaches any conditions or asks l[or any privi-
leges.  (3) The Chinese Government provides economic
aid in the form of interest-lree or low-interest leans
and extends the time limit for the repayment when
necessary so as lo lighten the burden of the recipient
countries as Iar as possible.  (4) In providing aid to
cther countrics. the purpese of the Chinese Government
is not to make the vecipieni couniries dependent on
China bul to help them embark step by step on the
read of self-reliance and independent cconomic develop-
menl. (5) The Chinese Government trics its bzst to help
the reeipient countries build projects which require less
investment while vielding quicker results, so that the
recipient governments may inerease thelr incene and
accumulate capital.  (6) The Chinese Governmeni pro-
vides the best-quality equipment and m:terial of its own
manufacture at international market prices. LE the
cquipment and malerial provided by the Chincse Gov-
ernment are not up io the agreed specificalions and
quality. the Chinese Government undertakes to replace
them. (7) In giving any parlicular technical assistance.
the Chinese Government will see to it that the person-
nel of the recipient country fuily master such techni-
que.  (8) The experts dispatched by the Chinese Gov-
crnment to help in constructicn in the recipient coun-
{ries will have the same standard of living as the ex-
perts ol the vecipient country. The Chinese experls ave
not allowed to make any special demands or enjoy any
special amenities. As our economic construction de-
velops we hope to be able to make a greater contribu-
fion to the mulual assistance and co-operation among
Alvo-Asian counlrices.

Dear colleagues. we are all very busy and have a
limited time al our disposal. However, since we have a
common language and share the excellent tradition of
secking common grounds while selting aside diver-
gences and of reaching unanimity through consultation
and since the communique of the Djakarta meeting has
provided us with a basis and. with the excellent prep-
aration done by many friends, it is my beliel that, as
a result of our common efforis, we shall certainly be
able 1o fulfil our task competently and pleasanily.

There has been considerable growth in economic
co-operalion between Afro-Asian countries since the
First Asian-African Conference. With [ull conlidence
we can anticipate that the Second Alrvican-Asian Con-
ference will open up new and broader prospects for
cconomic co-operation among Afro-Asian countries. The
cause of the Alro-Asian countries is infinilely bright.

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TASS" Anti-China Rumour-Mongering

Anti-China

IN a news dispateh dated June 17. the Soviet TASS

News Agency slanderously alleged that China took a
“strange position™ on the question of severing {rade ve-
Iaticns with South Afriea, Quoting New Africa, a
magazine published in London. the Soviel news agency
tricdd to prove that “in contrast with many Asian and
Alrican countries.” not only does China “continue to
maintain trade relations with the Verwoerd govern-
ment,” but “trade between China and South Africa has
visibly increased in recent times.” This confirms that
the TASS Agency has sunk to the point of opetiag
spreading rumours and cooking up slanders in its anti-
China propaganda.

China’s Stand on South Africa

The Chinese Guvernment and people have consist-
ently aud resolutely supported the just struggle of the
people of South Africa against the lascist rule of (he
Verwoord regime and racial discrimination and for na-
tional independence. In line with this position, the
Chiress Government. since July 1960. has broken ofl
all cconomic and trade relations with the  colonial
authorities of South Africa. In its reply to the Uniled
Front of South Africa on Muaveh 28, 1961, the China
Council for the Promotion of Inicvnational Trade made
clear the stand taken by the Chinese Government. Al
¢ poople’s rally held is Peking on June 26, 1983, in SuUp-
port of the struggle of the people of South Africa. Liu
Chang-sheng, President of the Chinese-African People’s
Friendship Association. announced that the Chinese
Government had long ago severed all economic and
frade relations with the colonial authorities of Secuth
Africa. On July 15 the same vear the Huinhua News
Agencey was authorized to issue a slatement rveaflirming
the steadlast stand ol the Chinese Government in im-
plementing the diplomatic and economic hoyceolt of the
colonial authorities of South Alvica and supporting the
just struggle of ils people. On April 13. 1964. at another
Pcking mass rally to support the struggle, Mao Tun.
Vice-Chairman of the Chinese Committee for Alro-
Asian Solidarity, reiterated once more that since 1960
the Chinese Government had severed all economic and
trade relations with the authorities of South Africa.
But, as a state news ageney of the Soviet Union, TASS.
rather than trust the statement and speeches made by
the Chinese Government and people. has preferred to
believe a report in a magazine in Britain and raisc a
hue and cry on this basis. What, after all, is the motive
behind all this?
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Frankly speaking, there is nothing new about the
rumours spread by TASS.  They ave merely a refur-
bished version of similar rumours Mbricated by U.S.
imperialism and its followers to undermine the rela-
tions ol friendly co-operation belween China and the
African countrics and sabotage Asian-Aflviean solidm iy
Far back in carly July 1963. the Indian Inlormation
Service, in an atfempt fo show that “China’s tall elain
dkoul championing the cause of Alvica has been amply
disproved.” spread the rumour that there was 2 “drama-
tic increase™ in South Africa’s exports to China. On
January 14 this year when Premier Chou En-lai was
making his Afrvican trip, the New York Times gave oul
the rumour that last year “China has more than tripled
its trade with South Africa.” And now TASS has come
up with the similar rumour thal “deliveries fvom South
Alrica 1o the P.R.C. trebled in 1963, This parroi-like
repetition of the anti-China slanders of U.S. imperialism
and the Indian reactionaries proves, il anvthing, that
TASS will stop at nothing to ally itself with them in
opposing China and wrecking her friendship and unity
with the African countries.

But the anti-China propagunda thar TASS indulges
in is full of loopholes.  According to ils [abrication.
China’s total imports from South Aflrica in 1962 and
the first eight months of 1963 totalled $7.5 million. But
TASS alqo spread the lie that in 1962 and carly 1863
alone China imported £€5.5 million worth of maize from
South Africa. Caleulated atl the exchinge vaie of $2.8
to the pound, this transaction in maize alone would
amount to $15.40 millien. We would like to ask TAS3:
Which ligure should your readers give credence 10? 1t
is ludicrous indeed that without even learning to do
clementary arvithmetie, you should want to conjure un
figures with which io attack the Chinese Govornmont
and pecple. Your attempts to vilily China belove the
African people by lying and slandering only scrve in
the end to expose your own enormous stupidity.

Decuble-Faced Tactic

In fact, the dala we have in our hands show that
there are indeed peonle who are doing business in a
big way wilh the Verwoerd government while profes-
sing support for the struggle of the South African peo-
ple. It is preeisely these hypocrites who, on the one
hand. declare that they “will work still more insistently
to strengthen [viendship, co-operation and mutual sup-
port between the socialist countries and the yvoung na-
tions breaking out of the chains ol foreign domination,
and to promole their unily and solidarity.” but, on the
other hand. have no scruples about using lies and slander
to sow discord betlween sccialist China and the Asian
and African countries in their struggle for unily against
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imperialism. But this double-lfaced factic will deceive
no one: nor will it benelit these hypoerites themselves.

We miust tell TASS that it is high time to end its
anti-China slander campaign. The Chinese people and
the African pceoples are brothers who share a common
destiny in their struggle against imperialism and against
old and new colonialism. No one can undermine the
militant [viendship and unity between the Chinese peo-

ple and the African pcoples. Nor is anyone able to dis-
tort the just stand of the Chincse Government and peo-
ple in giving [irm support to the South African people
in their struggle for independence. Whoever iries to
sabotage the friendship and unity between the Chinese
people and the South Alrvican and other Alrican peoples
will simply be lifting a stone to crush his own fcet
and exposing his own vicious [eatures as a provocaleur.

Joint Communique of China and
Tanganyika-Zanzibar

Following is the text of the joint communique of the
Garernment of the People’s Republic of China and the
Government of the United Republic of Tanganyika and
Zanzibar, made public on June 21.— Ed.

A T the invitation of the Government of the People’s Re-
£ public of China, the Goodwill Economice Mission of the
GCovernment ol the United Republic of Tanganyika and
Zanzibar headed by 1lis Excellency Second Viee-President
Raoshidi Mfaume Kawawa paid a visit of friendship to
China from Junc 10 to 19, 1964. The mission included: His
Excelleney Nsilo Swai. Minister of State (President’s Office),
and His Excellency  Abdul  Rahman Mohammed Babu,
Minister of State (President’s Office).

During their stayv in China, Sccond Viece-President
Kawawa and the other members ol the mission toured Pe-
king and Shanghai, visited factories, people’s communes and
other cconomic and cultural establishments.  They were
accorded cordial hospitality and warm welcome by the Chi-
nese Government and people.

Miao Tse-tung., Chairman of the Central Commitlee of
the Communist Party of China, and Liu Shao-chi. Chairman
ol the Pcople’s Republie of China, received Sccond Vice-
President Kawawa and the other members of the mission
and had cordial and [riendly conversations with them.

During the visit. talks were held by Premicr Chou
En-lai ol the State Council of the People’s Republic of
China and Sccond Vice-President Kawawa., Present at the
lalks on the Chinese side were also: Marshal Chen Yi,
Vice-Premicr of the State Council: Li Hsien-nien, Vice-
Premier of the State Council: Tseng Yung-chuan, Vice-
Minister of Forcign  Afflairs: General Peng  Shao-hui,
Deputy  Chiel of General Staff of the Chinese People’s
Liberation Army: Lu Hsu-chang. Vice-Minister of Foreign
Tracde: Chang Chih-hsiang. Vice-Chairman of the Commis-
sion for Cultural Relations with Foreign Countrics: Yang
Lin, Representalive ol Fang Yi, Chairman of the Commis-
sion for Economic Relations with Torcign Countries.
Present at the talks on the side of the United Republic of
Tanganyika and Zanzibar were also Nsilo Swai. Ministor
of State (President’s Office), and Abdul Rahman Mohammed
Babu, Minister of State (President’s Office).  The talks pro-
ceeded in an atmosphere ol cordiality and friendship.
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The two partics had a full exchange of views on infer-
national questions of common interest and the question of
developing the relations of friendship and co-operation be-
lween the fwo countries and common views were reached.

The two parties agreed that the present international
situation was turther developing in o direction advanianeeous
to the people of all countries and disadvantascous 1o ini-
perialism.  The imperialist policies ol aggression and war
arce the source ol present international tensions. Provided
the peoples of the world unite as one and wage a resolute
struggle. they will be able to preserve world peace.

The two parties wirmly hailed the sreat vietories won
by the Asian and African peoples in their strugales against
imperialism and old and new colonialism and {or winning
and  safleguarding national independence.  The vigorously
developing national-democratic revolutionary movement in
Asia and Aflrica is inereasinzly becoming o gisantic [oyvee
defending world peace and promoting the cause of human
Progress.

The two parties pointed out that imperialism and old
and new colonialism are by no means reconciled to their
defeat. They are putting up last-ditch struggles: and when
they have to reteeat under compelling circumstances they
invariably resort to palitical. cconomice and other menns
designed (o perpetuate their control and enslavement of
Asian and  Alrvican pcoples. Therefore. 1o combat im-
perialism and old and new colonialism and win and safe-
guard national independence remains the primary common
task of the Asian and Alvican peoples.

The two parties expressed concern about the present
grave siluation in Laos. strongly  condemned imperialist
intervention and aggression in Laos and expressed  {irm
support lor the Laotian people in (heir just and patviotie
struggle for independence and neutrality.  They held {hat
it was necessary quickly to convene an international con-
fevence ol the parties to the Geneva agreements in order 1o
seltle the Laotian question peacelully and eheek the con-
tinued development of the dangerous situation in Incdo-
China.

The two parties noted with pleasure that the people
ol Nyvasaland and Zambia will soon rid themsceives of {he
shackles ol colonialism and take the road ol independent
development.
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The two parties expressed (irm support lor the people
of Zimbabwe and South Afriea in their struggle against
racial discrimination and colonial rule, strongly condemned
the imperialist eriminal scheme to practise racial diserim-
ination and create ancther “Union of South Africa” in
Zimbabwe, and sternly prolested against the ruthless erimes
ol the colonial authorities of South Alriea in persecuting
the nationalist leaders there.

The two parties expressed deep syvmpathy and firm
support for the people of Ansola, Portuguese Guinea,
Mozambique, Basuioland, Swaziland, Bechuanaland, South-
west Afriea, Gambia and French Somalia in  their just
struggle for independence and [reedom.

The two parties pointed out with satisfaction that since
the Tfirst African Summit Conference in Mav 1963 the
Alrvican people’s cause of unity against impervialism  had
further developed. They expressed the hope that the forth-
coming second Alrican Summit Conference would malke
a new contribution towards strengthenine the unily and
co-operaticn of the Afrvican states. supporting the national-
independence movement in Africa and promoting Alrvo-
Asian solidarity.

The two parties reiterated their [ull support for the
[ina! communique of the Preparatory Meeling for the Second
Alrican-Asian Conlerence held not long ago in Djakarta
and considered that the meeting had laid a good founda-
tion for the Seeond Afvican-Asian Conference. They ex-
pressed the firm conviction that the Sceond African-Asian
Conlerence would carry on and develop the Bandung spirit
and lurther strengthen the Asian-African countrics’ com-
mon - cause of unily against imperialism. They pledged
that the two countries, as members of the Standing Com-
mittee of the Preparatory Mceting for the Sceond African-
Asian Conference, would take an active part in the pre-
paratory work and. together with the other Asian-African
countries, work forr making the conference a success.

The two parties had an exiensive exchange of views
on the experience in building their respective countries and
the question of developing the nuational cconomy of the
Asian-African countries.

The two parties held that, in order to lift themseclves
from poverty and backwardness, the Asian-African coun-
tries must st of all rely on their own pcople and resources
for the work of national construction and, sccondly, they
also need mutual aid and cconomic co-operation among
themselves on the basis of equality and mutual benelit.
This is the reliable way for the Asian and Alrvican coun-
frics 1o altain  cconomic  independence  and  common
prosperity.

The Chinese Government reallivimed that, in providing
ceonomie and technical aid to other countries, it would
strictly observe the following cight principles:

5. The Chinese Government tries its besl to help (e
vecipient eountries build projeets which require less invest-
ment while yielding quicker resulls, so that the rvecipient
sovernments may increase (heir income and accumulale
capifal,

6. The Chinese Governmenl provides the best-quality
cquipment and malerial ol its own manufaclure al inter-
national market prices.  If the equipment and material
provided by the Chinese Government are not up fo the
agreed specifications and quality, the Chinese Government
underiakes to replace them.

7. In giving any puarticular technical assistance. the
Chinese Government will see to it that the personnel ol
the recipient country fuily master such technigue.

8. The experts dispatched by the Chincse Governmont
Lo help in construction in the recipient countries will have
the same standard of living as the experts of the recipient
country. The Chinese experts are not allowed to make any
special demands or enjoy any special amenitics.

The United Republie of Tanganyvika and Zanzibar side
expressed its apprecialion of the Chinese Government's
observance of these principles and considered (hat they
provide an enlirely new basis [or internaiional ceonomic
co-operalion.

The Chinese side expressed support for (he United
Republic of Tanganyika and Zanzibar in its effort to
strengthen the unily of ils people, oppose forcisn inter-
ference, safeguard slate sovereignty and national inde-
pendence and develop its national economv and culture
and in pursuing ils policy of pcace, ncutrality and non-
alignment in international allairs.

The United Republic of Tanganyika and Zanzibar side
expressed ils appreciation of the Chinese Government's
consistent foreign policy of pcace and reiterated its con-
tinued support for the restoration of China's lesitimate
vights in the Uniled Nations and its opposition to the im-
perialist plot 1o create “two Chinas.”

During their talks. the two parties had a comprehen-
sive exchange of views on the question of developing
ceconomic and technical co-operation and signed the Agree-
ment on Economic and Technical Co-operation. This marks
the further development of the velations of friendship and
co-operation befween the two countries.

The present visit of the Goodwill Economic Mission
of the Government ol the United Republic ol Tanganyila
and Zanzibar led by Sccond Viee-President Kawawa has
made an important contribution towards increasing  the
muiual understanding between the two  countries and
cnhancing the friendship between the two peoples.

Indonesian Communist Party Will
Never Forgive Revisionists

Following are cxiracts from a speech made by
D.N. Auddit. Chairman of the Indonesian Communist
Party, on May 2 at a Djakarta mass rally marking In-
ternational Labour Day. Subheads are ours. — Ed.

“]’E will never forgive the revisionists. We will close
all the doors against the revisionists. The most
important thing is to develop the revolutionary spirit
in Indenesia. Southeast Asin and other areas of Asia.
and in Africa and Latin Amcerica.” declared D.N. Aidit.
“From the very outset, the Indonesian Communist
Party expressed its disagreement to the launching of
open polemices in the international communist move-
ment. When the open polemics started, the Indonesian
Communist Party did its ulmost to stop them,” Aidit
said.

Violation of Moscow Statement

“The Communist Parly of the Soviet Union un-
leashed at its own Party congress an open attack on the
Albanian Parly of Labour. The C.P.S.U. leadership at
that time asked me (o follow them in attacking Albania.
I said, '1 do not want to do se.’ because I think that to
make an attack on other fraternal Parties at one's own
congress will set a very bad precedent. This is not for
the purpose of strengthening the unity of the [raternal
Parties but for the purpose of splitting it. As a result
of the attack made at the C.P.S.U. Congress on other
fraternal Parties, the Communist and Workers® Parties
of Italy, Czechoslovakia, the German Democratic Re-
public and Bulgaria foilowed suit. Thus, a manifesta-
tion ol splitting the international communist move-

ment has appeared. It is a violation of the Moscow
Statement.”

Referring to the visit paid to the Soviel Union and
China last July by the Indonesian Communist Party
delegation that he led, Aidit said, “A few days belore
our delegation wrived in Moscow, the C.P.S.U. Central
Committee published ifs open letter attacking the
Chinese Communist Parly. Lafer. we went {o Peking
and mcl Comrade Mao Tse-tung, Comrade Liu Shao-
chi, Comrade Chou En-lai, Comrade Teng Hsiao-pin
and others, I expressed the view on that oceasion that
it was necessary to stop the open polemics. The Chi-
nese comrades {old us that they had all along disagreed
to the unfolding of open polemics but what was lo be
done now, they asked. Since there was such an open
letter attacking the Chinese Communist Parly it would
be impolite and unjustifiable nol to reply. Yes, ithe case
is just like this, comrades. If you receive a lotter and
make no reply. would it be polite? At thal {ime. out of
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my sense of justice. I felt that it was necessary [or the
Chinese comrades to reply. Therefore after we came
back, I expressed the opinion that the open polemics
should be earnestly carried out on (he basis of M-
ism-Leninism and in a scienlific and reasonable man-
ner, beneficial to the international communist move-
ment. Our Party should regard the open polemics as
a# world Marxist-Leninist university with fres tuition
and learn diligently from them. . . .

“The  struggle in the  international  communist
moevement is indeed sharp at present. if viewed ftom
the angle of antagonism beltween Marxism and revision-
ism. It can only be so. beeause Marxism and revisionism
have always been opposed to each other and the
antagonism will become shavper and sharper in the duys
to come. The ringleaders of revisionists ave dichards.
In history no revisionist rvingleader has ever been puii-
tent.  Revisionists are after all revisionists. . . .

“We know that the revisionists are not only wiong
but also stupid. They are exposing themseives ¢ .o
where, Here I call on our workers nol to become
revisionists to avoid becoming stupid.” .

He said: “When we review the situation fron nn-
other angle, it can be seen that the Marxisi-Leninist
movement is developing [rom day to day. The Mar-
ist-Leninist movement is expanding  throughout the
world.”

No Market for Revisionism

He said: “The mounting struggles in Asia, Afvica
and Latin America are shaking and weakening im-
perialism and will [inally crush it. In fact. the In-
donesian Communists regard the oppressed nations'
struggle for independence as a struggle against capi-
talism and monopoly capilalism.” Ie pointed oul (hat
“in the areas where the revolutionary movemoeni is
rising and developing there is no market for revision-
BB cons

“However, it is still necessary [or us o be vigilant.
This is because the revisionists will certainly do all they
can fo squeeze their way into Asia. Afriea and Latin
America, including Indonesia. They will make effortis
to gather some persens together and lorm another so-
called ‘Communist Party’ or a so-called ‘Marxisi-
Leninist Parly’ existing side by side with the In-
donesian Comununist Pariy. But their ugly [aces wiil
be compleiely exposed.”

Aidit likened revisionism {0 a tumour developing
in the international communist movemsent. Revision-
ism, he said, “is the reflection of bourscois ideology in
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the working-class movement and has created a split in
the international communist movement. . . .

“The splitting of the international communist move-
ment —which is in fact a reflection of the process
of sclectien, erystallization and consolidation causzd by
the  contradictions  between Marxism-Leninism and
nicdern revisionism — demands thalt the working class
scriously learn and apply Marxism-Leninism so that
they can Taithfully carry through their revolutionary
‘.;I.‘k. . - u”

Importance of Struggle Against Revisionism

“IT we Tail to wage a struggle to crush modern re-
visionisi, then it will be impossible [or us to win in
our strugele against imperialism, colonialism and nco-
colenialism.  Like the imperialists, if the revisionists
met with no resistance. then they would become ramp-
ant. But if we give them heavy blows they will run
Liler=skelter in confusion. . . .

“"The modern revisionisls ave levelling attacks
the Indonesian working class and the In-
danesian Communist Party with the charge that they
are chationalists”™ because the Indonesian Communist
Party has been making efforts 1o Indonesianize Marx-
ism-Leninism. According to the revisionisi<. this is
in violation of Marxism-Leninisnm. The iact that they
have levelled this chaige against us shows clearly that
il have cast away the principle that it is absolutely
necossary  loo integrate Marxism-Leninistn with  the
working-class  revolutionary movement in various
It also shows that they have thrown away
the principle that it is absolutely necessary for the
working elass ‘to make themscelves conformable to the
socaliic conditions that do not exist in the European
counlries” (Lenin's words).”

Aidit refuled the slandcr of the moedern revisionists
that the Indonesian Communist Party was disloyal to
the principles of proletarian internationalism. Tle said,
“As a pillar of the Indonesian revolution, the Indo-
nesian working class is not only a component part of
the Indonesian society but is also part of the powerful
international force. Therefore. in addition to waging
a struggle in the interests of its own country and
standing at the forefront in carrying out patriotic
tasks. it has consistently been loyal to its own class
mission and its infernational tasks. . .: The prole-
tavian internationalism of the Indonesian working class
and the Indonesian Communist Party is integrated
with genuine patriotism.”

Aidit said: “The modern revisionists have con-
stantly  attacked the Indonesian Communist Party,
allcging that our efforis to strengthen the international
revolutionary front of the Asian, African and Latin
American countries arve ‘splitling” and ‘racial’ activi-
ties. This is a clear vilification. Everyonc knows that
the anti-imperialist revolutionary movement in Asia,
Alrica and Lalin America is a part of the new cmerg-
ing forces. It is precisely in these areas that the anti-
imperialist struggle is reaching unprecedented heights.
Al the same time, it is precisely in the countries of
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Asia, Afrvica and Latin America that there exist the op-
pressed nations that are engaged in a life-and-death
struggle to crush impevialism and its legitimale child,
racial discrimination. Racialism exists only among the
calonialists and their lackeys while among pzople who
are waging a struggle against imperialism. colonialism
and neo-colonialism under the leadership of the work-
ing class there can be no social basis at all for racial-
ism to exist. . . .”

Indonesian Working Class Stands Firm

“In shorl. in the struggle of the new emerging
forees against imperialism. first of all U.S. imperialism,
the Indonesian working class and the Indonesian Com-
munist Party will unwaveringly continue to hold high
the  banrer of M xism-Leninism,  strive  for  the
consolidation of the solidavity of the working-class
movement in all the eountries and crush the modern
revisionists who like te pretiify US. imperialism. . . .
In spite of the frenzicd utiacks wunched repeatedly by
the modern revisionists. the Indonesinn working class
is standing firm :and remains loval fo the Indonesian
peenle and the Indonesian revolufion. . . .

“Thanks 1o the resolule struggle of the Indonesinn
people, particularly  the Indonesian  workers.,”  Aidit
went on. “the Republic of Indonesia has emerged in
the international arena as a force adhering to the prin-
ciples of persisting in political sovereignfy. economic
self-reliance and of maintaining national features in
culture. . . .

“... the Indonesian working class through its polit-
ical party. the Marxisi-Leninist Tndonesian Communist
Party, has integrated itsell with the peasants. Thus,
the alliance between the working class (mainly through
the Communists) and the peasants has been gradually
set up and developed. The increasing solidarity of the
worker-peasant alliance is an important condition for
the consolidation of the national united front. . . .

“The revisionists, unwilling to see us busy among
the peasants, are maligning the Indonesian Communist
Party. saying that it has degenerated into a party of
the peasants. Let them cry! The Indonesian Com-
munist Par{y will continue to integrate itself with the
peasants.”

Affer Aidii’'s speech, the meeling unanimously
adopted a number of resolutions, sharply condemning
the Uniied States for ils acts of intervention and sub-
version and demanding that the U.S. Government with-
draw its Tth Fleet from the Indian Ocean. The resolu-
tions also urged that the Indonesian Government de-
clare the U.S. Ambassador to Indonesia, Howard Jones,
as persona non grafa. The resolutions expressed sup-
port lor President Sukarno’s order to step up the strug-
gle to crush “Malaysia” and the delermination to take
up arms and increase production.

The resolutions also condemned the Brazilian mili-
tary authorities for their fascist action of continuing
to persecute Brazilian patriots and Chinese {rade per-
sonnel and journalists in disregard of condemnation by
world public opinion.
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JACQUES GRIPPA'S SPEECH

At the Higher Party School of the Central
Committee of the Chinese Communist Party

Gn June 10, Comrade Jacques Grippa, Secretary of
the Central Committee of the Communist Party of Bel-
gium, gave a speech at the Higher Party School of the
Central Committee of the Chinese Communist Party.
Following is the second and tie last instalment of a
translation of the fuil text of his speech. The first
instalment appeared in “Peking Review™ No. 25. Bold-
face emphases are ours. Id.

The class cellaboration practised by the revision-
ists also reveals itsell in certain socialist countries
when they deny that there is ¢lass struggle during the
course ol the socialist revolution.

“The state of the whole people” signilies the
liquidation of the dictatorship of the proletariat, and
the “party ol the whole people” the liquidation of the
Marxist-Leninist vanguard of the working class.

The example of Yugoslavia demonstrates the pos-
sibility of “peaceful evolution” from socialism to cap-
italism, and poinis out the danger represented by
revisionism which is able to imperil the successes of
socialism.

Morcover, talk aboeut building communism in one
country while imperialism still exists, and when so-
cialism is still Far from being [ully realized, is not only
a theoretical mistake. It is also demagoegy intended to
cover up the repeatled lailures caused by revisionism
at home, as well as camoullage designed to cover up
the renunciation el the tasks ol socialist revolution.
This is a diversion, an attempt to justily theoretically
the development of non-socialist relations te the detri-
ment of other couniries of the socialist camp, and for
pulting these countries under ils economic, political
and military control and supervision.

Such a policy not only tends to weaken the so-
cialist camp which it divides. As a result of this re-
visionist policy, the Soviet Union itsell is weakened,
grave dilficulties are caused for it and elements of the
restoration of capitalism are introduced. It is the
source of Soviet agricultural disasters. It slows down
the tempo of its industrial development.

& & &

The revisionists in capitalist countries have made
a big issue in recent years of the miraculous results
arising [rom the example of communism in the U.S.S.R.,
as if the value of this example suflices for all and for
this reason all should be subordinated to this objective.

What an absurd idea! The example of the successes
of the socialist revolution cevtainly constilute a great
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help to the exploited and the oppressed in their strug-
gles against capitalism, against imperialism, because
this example encourages their militancy and strength-
ens their will lo realize the socialist revolution too.

But il has been a long {ime since the superiority
of the socialist economy over the capitalist economy has
been demonstirated, and example alone can by mno
means replace the revolutionary struggle itsclf.

What is more. in the case ol the revisionists, they
play precisely the role of negative example. In our
country, what we have to do at the moment is pre-
cisely to explain that the difficulties now existing in
the Soviet Union and certain other socialist countries
are due fo revisionism and are not the fault of
socialism.

On Lhe contrary. one can talk about the value of
the example ol the successes ol the socialist revolution
in the People’s Republie of China. the Democratic
People’s Republic of Korea, the Democratic Republic
of Viet Nam, the People’s Republic of Albania, and in
Cuba. These successes are also the victories of Muarx-
ism-Leninism.

Despite the unlortunate consequences caused by
revisionism in places where it predominates, when we
come to estimate the forces of the socialist camp on a
world scale. we can say that they have kept on grow-
ing, thanks to the victories achicved in the socialis
countries where the Communist and Workers™ Parties
have persisted in their Marxist-Leninist stand.

Now let’s take up the question of contradictions
among the imperialists.

With the deepening ol the general crisis of capi-
talism, the coniradictions among the imperialists have
become increasingly acute. Marxist-Leninists cannot
allow themselves to be indillerent to this.

It was Lenin who said:

To carry on a war for the overthrow of the inter-
national bourgeoisie, a war which is a hundred fimes
more diflicult, protracted and complicated than the
most stubborn of ordinary wars between states, and to
refuse beforchand to manoeuvre. to ulilize the conflict
of inierests (even though {emporary) among onc's
enemies, to refuse to temporize and compromise with
possible (even though temporary, unstable, vacillating
and conditional) allies—is not this ridiculous in the
extreme?
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He pointed out further that it was necessary to use:
most thoroughly, carefully, attentively and skilfully
every, even the smallest, “rift” among the enemies, of
every antagonism of interest among the bourgeoisie of
the various countries and among the various groups or
types of bourgeoisie within the various countries. and
also by taking advantage of every, even the smallest,
opportunity of gaining a mass ally, even though this
ally be temporary, vacillating. unstable, unreliable and
conditional. Those who fail to understand this, fail {o
understand even a particle of Marxism, or of scientific,
modern Socialism in general. Those who have not
proved by deeds over a fairly considerable period of
time, and in fairly varied political situations, their
ability to apply this truth in practice have not yet
learned to assist the revolutionary class in its struggle
to emancipate all toiling humanity from the exploiters.
And this applies equally to the period before and after
the proletariat has conquered political power. (“Lejft-
Wing"” Communism, An Infantile Disorder.)

The aggravation of contradictions among the impe-
rialists has posed us the problem of indirect allies of
the proletarian revolution. In this respect, it is also
necessary to start from the concrete analysis of con-
crete situatlions and to examine the possibilities offered
in relation to the supreme and general interests of the
proletarian revolution and especially, at the present
time, in relation to the national-liberation struggle of
the oppressed peoples and nations.

One of the principal aspects of the contradictions
among the imperialists today is the contradiction be-
tween different capitalist countries and U.S. imperial-
ism. U.S. imperialism is still pursuing its plan of world
domination which includes the political, economic and
military control of other capitalist countries. Under
such conditions, it is inevitable that their contradic-
tions should surge up and grow bigger.

For this reason the West European countries are
of a double character. They are imperialists and ex-
ploiters to other countries, especially to peoples enslaved
by new and old colonialism. On the other hand, they
are exploited, mainly by U.S. imperialism.

This phenomenon is reflected with special clarity
in the revenues from capital invested by the finance
capital ol these countrics on the one hand. and on the
other hand, from capital invested by foreign finance
capital in these countries.

It is necessary to make use of the contradictions
among the imperialists within the framework of realiz-
ing our international strategic aims and, tactically,
with the objective of isolating U.S. imperialism, the
enemy of the peoples of the whole world.

We can note that these contradictions in certain
circumstances are already taking on the aspect of a
struggle for national independence and for liberation
from the U.S. yoke.

So long as these strata of finance capital continue
to head this opposition to U.S. imperialism, we can see
that the outcome can be one of the following:
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— capitulation to the demands of the United States,
or the arrangement of new compromises more or less
favourable to these finance capital strata (in this con-
nection, the development of class struggle on the
domestic and international scales may act as one of the
factors deciding them on such a stand):

—the outbreak of a conflict or war of an impe-
rialist nature;

—the carrying out of a so-called neutral policy.
with or without the formation of new political-military
blocs;

—an eventual alliance with the socialist countries.

We are assuredly heading towards complex situa-
tions which may present abrupt turns and changes, in
the course of which the Communist Parties will be re-
quired to display a high degree of political capability
in order to be able to direct their actions correctly.

But in these circumstances, the working class of

the capitalist countries can and must play a still more
active role.

We consider that our course of action should be
one of struggle for national independence. in the
course of which the working class should endeavour
o ensure its hegemony and leadership by forming the
widest possible alliances, including even alliance with
certain capitalist strata whose interests are opposed to
those of U.S. imperialism.

The working class should take back into its own
hands the banner of national independence.

This national-independence struggle cannot imply
any weakening of the class struggle within the country
between labour and capital.

The Communist Parties uphold their independence
on the ideological, political and organizational planes;
they will continue to promote the struggle of the work-
ing class more extensively on all fronts.

Thus in Belgium we have raised the slogan of
struggle for national independence and for the libera-
tion of our country from the yoke of the United States:
at the present stage, we have put this objective into
the concrete demand of the slogan: “Quit NATO!”

What is the attitude of the revisionists towards
these contradictions?

At times, they regard imperialism as a monolithic
bloc, and denounce as a crime the efforts of Marxist-
Leninists to utilize these contradictions and seek for
the widest possible alliances. At other times, they
denounce French imperialism as the principal danger,
and go so far as to consider France's recognition of the
People’s Republic of China as an act that is to the
advantage of a war policy.

At still other times, the revisionists rant that the
dangers of West German revanchist militarism and of
the so-called Bonn-Paris axis are the greatest dangers.
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Actually, however, they are opposing these dangers
with the policies of U.S. imperialism — which they
present as being “wise and reasonable, and full of con-
cern to preserve peace.” For the revisionists, subjection
to U.S. imperialism, ils control and its presence itself
(including military occupation) are all a kind of
“guarantee” against the danger of West German
revanchist militarism.

In every case, the revisionists’ position has one
and only one meaning: that they accept, desire, and
even demand the leadership, the hegemony of the
United States.

Under these circumstances, how can one not ex-
pose their attitude which has led them to set them-
selves against the national independence of their own
couniry, and made them the collaborators and accom-
plices of U.S. imperialism?

Is it not signiflicant that in the draft of the theses
of the last congress of the Belgian revisionists, U.S.
imperialism was not even once denounced?

And in the draft resolution of the 17th congress
of the French Communist Party (May 1964), did they
not achieve a tour de force by not once using the ex-
pression “U.S. imperialism” either in talking about
Cuba or south Viet Nam?

On his latest visit to France, Khrushchov spared
no effort in heaping compliments and platitudes on de
Gaulle. But today when de Gaulle — and he mosi cer-
tainly is a representative of French finance capital —
opposes U.S. imperialism to a ceriain degree, the revi-
sionists are embarrassed about it.

As for the West German revanchists, who was it
that put them back on their feet, who was it that armed
them? It was precisely U.S. imperialism. Without its
alliance and support they would not have been able to
give themselves the arrogant airs they are assuming
today.

How was it that German imperialism was able to
set up bases in Hollund, Belgium and France? That
was the resull of its joining the aggressive pact of
NATO, an instrument of U.S. imperialism.

Atomic weapons are stored in West Germany be-
cause U.S. imperialism has decided that they should
be. German gencrals find themselves in the highest
posts of command in NATO. For the moment, West
German militarism is comporting itself as the loyal
ally of U.S. imperialism. It is its principal bridgchead
in Europe, and an important instrument in its world
policy.

We say that, al preseni, there actually exists a
Washington-Bonn axis, a condominium of the United

Stales and the German Federal Republic, under the
former’s direction, over NATO.

OIf course, internal coniradictions also exist in such
an alliance, and one cannot predict the future develop-
ment of such contradictions. But the fact is: U.S. im-
perialism is now supporting West German militarism,
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and, to prepare ils revanchist plans the latter, on its
side, is leaning on U.S. imperialism.

To pretend to oppose West German revanchist
militarism while approving of U.S. imperialism, as the
revisionists are doing, is nothing but a hoax.

& * *

Lenin said: “One form of deception of the working
class is pacifism and abstract propaganda for peace.”

The revisionists are using this deception in an at-
tempt to divert the working class, the peoples and op-
pressed nations from their struggle against exploita-
tion and oppression. They wish to “outlaw” struggles,
revolutions and liberation wars.

But their so-called pacifism also tends to divert
the peoples from effective struggle against imperialist
aggression and to avert world war.

The leaders of the revisionists are multiplying their
acts of kindness towards imperialism. But imperialism
is not in the least grateful; it despises them, and shows
a growing arrogance towards them.

The capitulation of the leaders of the revisionists
before U.S. imperialism, and their collaboration with
it, can only encourage its aggressiveness and further
increase its threats against the Soviet Union itself.

Let us take for example the Moscow tripartite
lrealy which not only Marxist-Leninists but all the
awakened working people have unanimously con-
demned.

All of us know the contents of the Moscow treaty
which is a copy of the 1962 Anglo-U.S. proposal.

The Moscow treaty means the continued manu-
facture and stockpiling of strategic nuclear weapons
by U.S. imperialism and the augmenting of their
destructive potential, the aggravating of the danger of
a thermonuclear world war.

It gives the green light to U.S. imperialism {o con-
centrate its military efforts on the improvement and
accumulation of tactical nuclear weapons — the chosen
arms of U.S. imperialism to implement its policy of
blackmail and aggression against the national-liberation
movements. The Moscow treaty encourages a real dis-
semination of imperialist nuclear weapons through the
increase in the number of U.S. military bases and sub-
marines equipped with Polaris missiles and through the
multilateral nuclear force which puts these engines of
imperialist aggression at the disposal of the allies of
the United States, including the West German
revanchists,

Al the same time, the Moscow treaty also signifies
the intensilication of the campaign against the peoples
who refuse to bow before the dictates of the impe-
rialists supported by the revisionists.

The possession of atomic weapons by socialist
China would strengthen the world forces of peace and
serve as a factor for peace. But the U.S. imperialists
supported by the revisionists have presented this even-

tuality as a danger to peace. The Moscow ireaty is one
of the most dangerous hoaxes known to the peoples.
It ominously reminds one of the Munich Agreement of
1938.

The revisionists, instead of denouncing imperialism
which is aggressive by nature, consider China, Korea,
Viet Nam, Albania and Cuba which refuse to sign the
Moscow treaty, as warmongers.

The revisionists’ abandonment of the objective of
lotally banning and destroying nuclear weapons
signifies their opposition to this demand of the peoples.
And this fact shows up their duplicity.

Nuclear threats and blackmail form a part of the
so-called “strategy of peace” of U.S. imperialism. But
nuclear threats and blackmail also form an integral
part of the theory and policy of revisionism.

With the exposure of this blackmail their whole
conception of class collaboration collapses.

At a recent session of the United Nations, the
Soviet delegate even put forward a so-called “plan of
general disarmament” which enables U.S. imperialism
to retain possession of nuclear weapons in the final
phase. This is the so-called project of the “nuclear
umbrella.” Tt is a reproduction of an old American
proposition, and thus serves as a legalization of the
“Pax Americana” and the plan for world domination
by U.S. imperialism which relies precisely on a monop-
oly of nuclear power and which has the support of the
Khrushchov revisionist group.

The revisionists give us a demonstration of the
spurious character of their slogan of “a world without
war and without arms” while imperialism still exists.

Facts have confirmed the correctness of the Lenin-
ist thesis on “the impossibility of eliminating wars
without eliminating classes and creating socialism.”

The revisionist leaders who call compliance with
imperialism “peaceful coexistence” harbour a rancorous
hatred for revolutionaries.

The Belgian Communists and other vanguard
workers were deeply angered when they were informed
about the way the Khrushchov group has made serious
attacks — particularly vicious in the economic field —
on those socialist countries where the Communist and
Workers’ Parties are holding high the banner of Marx-
ism-Leninism.

They share your pride and joy when they see that
these odious manoeuvres of the revisionists have failed
and that these difficulties have now been successfully
surmounted by applying the principle of self-reliance.

There is no need here to dwell on how all the
awakened working people abhor and oppose the
Khrushchov revisionists’ supplying of arms to the reac-
tionary Indian bourgeoisie to help it in its aggression
against socialist China.

Comrades, to put it in one sentence: modern revi-
sionism is totally reactionary and counter-revolutionary
both in theory and practice.

In the course of the same struggle which we have
waged in Belgium we have become familiar with the
theory and practice of revisionism.

Let us recall briefly that during the past few years
a revisionist leading group has been operating as an
organized faction within the Belgian Communist Party.
This group seeks to make the Party degenerate, and
has carried out systematic revisionist activities.

This group has manoeuvred cunningly to expand
its positions in the leading organs, and has violated
and renounced the decisions of the Party Congresses.

The disgraceful attitude of this group during the
counter-revolutionary rising in Hungary was the signal
announcing their later betrayals.

The Drapeau Rouge of November 2, 1956, carried
this on its front page:

“Nagy proclaims the neutrality of Hungary and
denounces the Warsaw Treaty. He appeals {o the
United Nations.” In this article, Drapeauw Rouge
reported without comment “retreat of the Soviet troops,
the massacre of 130 communist militants hung by their
feet from trees and brutally beaten to death.”

In this same issue of the paper, the Political
Bureau, dominated by the revisionists, expressed its
“appreciation for the moderate attitude of the Soviet
Union.” (This was at the time when Khrushchov was
withdrawing the troops from Hungary.) The Political
Bureau regarded this attitude as *. . . a manifestation
of a great force in the service of an international
detente.”

Speaking of the government of the traitor Nagy,
the Political Bureau asserted that it embodied “the first
successes won by the efforts of the Hungarian Workers'
Party and the organizations representing the working
class of Hungary and Hungarian socialist democracy
grouped around their Government.” The Political
Bureau also hoped that “the IHungarian tragedy was
approaching its resolution,” a resolution that under the
circumstances would be the victory of the counter-
revolutionary.

The “Belgian Peace Committee,” at the head of
which one finds the same revisionist leaders who now
defend the Moscow tripartite treaty, published a com-
munique, also carried by Drapeau Rouge without any
comment, which “deplores the bloodshed and regrets
the intervention of Soviect troops in the internal affairs
of the Republic of Hungary.”

This communique, which was given the approval
of the revisionist leaders, said: “These incidents prove
that military treaties authorizing the stationing of for-
eign troops in any country are a danger to peace.”

Since these events, there has not been any self-
criticism by the revisionist Political Bureau.
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In 1957, the Political Bureau showed its interest
in the programme of the Yugoslav revisionists.

But later, these chameleons prelended to approve
the 1957 Declaration of the Communist and Workers’
Parties of the socialist countries, just as later they
preiended to approve the 1960 Statement of the 81
Parties. But in each case this was done only in order
that they could continue their undermining activities.

The 13th Party Congress held in Liege in 1960
ended its session in ambiguity. However, the Political
Bureau was obliged {0 give way on some of the assess-
ments and formulations originally put forward in its
theses. Notably the proposition about “advancing to
socialism along the parliamentary road” was deleted
from the theses by the congress.

But from that time on, the true colours of the revi-
sionist Political Burcau have been completely exposed.
There has not been a single event which does not re-
flect the struggle between the two lines.

The revisionist leading group has betrayed all and
renounced all. They have betrayed the struggle for
immediate demands. During the great strike of Decem-
ber 1960-January 1961, the revisionist Political Bureau
Was opposed to advancing the struggle to a higher
stage. It claimed that the proposal to march on Brus-
sels, agreed upon by hundreds of thousands of workers,
was ultra-Left.

But on the contrary, it advocated the “holding of
consultations and talks with the represeniatives of the
majority.” It disassociated itsell from the strikers who
fell vietims to provocation by the gendarmes atl the
Guillemins Railway Station in Liege. It even held a
press conference for this purpose!

It wanted to split the strikers’ front, especially in
Brussels.

When a new upsurge of workers’ demands got
under way towards the end of 1961. ihe revisionist
Political Bureau, instead of calling on people to take
action, went so far as to appeal for a “national labour
conference,” a get-together organized by the Govern-
ment with representatives of the capitalists and the
leaders of the reformist and Christian {rade unions.

A member of the revisionist Political Bureau
wrote at the time:

It is clear, in fact, that none of these urgent
problems with which we are concerned, can be properly
solved except in the course of negotiations in as calm
an atmosphere as possible. . . . All these problems are
so complicated that no answer can be found through a
simple collision between the capitalists and the workers.
This is exactly why the reactionaries hope for such a
collision.

The revisionists also want to take the road of social
planning. In giving free rein to their dreams of class
collaboration, they cherish the illusion of being able
to plan and programme the relations beiween the
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antagonistic classes in capitalist society and bring about
harmony between the two.

One revisionist lyrically declared: “Nearly every-
one (including a good number of anti-communists)
could be said to be creating communism unwittingly.”

In the past few months, during the struggle to in-
crease wages and so on, the main concern of the revi-
sionists has been to restrain the workers’ siruggle, to
formulate objectives which divert the people’s atten-
tion, and oppose the general programme of demands
which our Party is successfully popularizing.

The revisionists have betrayed the struggle against
the anti-strike laws.

On September 1, 1962, Ministers Gilson and
Vermeylen put forward several repressive, anti-workers
bills.

However, all that the main ringleaders of the
revisionists could find to say about this in January
1963 was that it was “a manoeuvre aimed at heading
off the formulation of new workers’ demands.”

The revisionists go so far as to consider the demand
for the “resignation of Gilson” as an anti-Party slogan!

The revisionists support the Lefevre-Spaak govern-
ment, instrument of the most reactionary stratum of
finance capiial and lackey of U.S. imperialism, instead
of criticizing it.

The Belgian revisionists have betrayed the strug-
gle to prevent world war.

Together with their likes in other countries, they
frantically support the Moscow tripartite treaty.

Now they condemn the demand for a reduction of
10,000-million in military expenditures. They have
presented Kennedy as *‘lhe king piece in the struggle
for peace” and called for the “strengthening of Ken-
nedy’s position.”

The Belgian revisionist group is of the opinion that
the question at present is not to withdraw from NATO
but to assure United States leadership of this organiza-
tion.

In international policy the Political Bureau’s stand
is to give active support to Spaak who has become a
confidant of Khrushchov.

But in mass demonsirations, especially the
“Youth’s Anti-Atomic March” on March 15 and the
“Day for Peace” activities of May 8, the collusion of
revisionist and reformist leaders was unable to prevent
the majority of demonstrators from accepting our
slogans for a consistent struggle to prevent world war:
“For the total banning and destruction of nuclear
arms!” and “Quit NATO!”

The Belgian revisionists have betrayed proletarian
internationalism,

They have betrayed the revolutionary national-
liberation struggle of the Congolese people.
